SCR adtesd
off as a bill to prohibit federal officers from ecging out
the National Defense Act in the state of Utahwds

In addition, the legislature did not take up amggél
immigration bills, despite several good bills being
introduced.

While states such as Wisconsin and Ohio made strong
stands for limited government, Utah did not folltveir
lead.
